Talk with your child about datly activiies — what ha'she &
daing; what you are doing.

and cpporfunities o leam, grow, and have fun. Find out e
{eacher's name and use it when decussing school aciities:

Recognize it is somafimes just as difficult for you fo face the
saparation from your child as itis for your child to face
‘saparation from you. Take comfort from that
thesa faelings are normal and ey will pass as you and your
child grow accustomed to a naw routing.

Discovar the routa your child wall fravel to and from school
and obiain informaion on waldng distances. Saveral dress
rehearsaks will build your child’s confidanca and help estab-
lieh safaty conscious rouines. Make sura fhe child walking
o school i accompanied by an adult. Childran on busas are
‘met on amival at, and dapariure from, school by fhe teacher
or 5chool supervisor. Children must be mat by an adult when
thay ara dropped off ollowing fheir day at school. Visi e
school Lisa fhe playground and apparatus.

Halp your chid to develop fine motor sidls. Fina motor skills
‘ara fhose skills involving tha small muscles of the body and
mclude such activities as drawing, wmrumdqlung s wall
‘as handing Playdough, buiiding towers of blocks, st
hgehm on astring, catching a hurhagl:lhmbdl

Discuss parsonal safiaty, busing, and sirangars. Be sura
childran know fheir name, address, and telaphona numbsar.

Paview the calandar with your child. Circle e day on which
your child starts school. You may also wish fo mark gym and
lirary days, ciass trips, birthdays, and special ccrasions.

LLabal all your chid's belongings in an inconspicuous placa:
indoor and ouldeor clothing, shoas, books, snack container,
drink containes, and backpack

Prepara your child for succassful experiencas. Provide
opportunities at home with situations that challangs your
child io manage alone when ioilefing, dressing, fidying. and
eafing Such independence helps childran feel good about
themsalves: It helps them realiza ey can solve their own
problems and ba supporied whille dong so.

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Program Options

If your child will be age four or five by December 31, 2011,
they are ready for kindergarten starting in September 2011.

Registration will be accepted anytime during the
school year (beyond the February registration period).

Program choices in the OCDSB for elementary students
include:

» Regular English

» Early French Immersion (SK entry)

» Middle French Immersion (grade 4 entry)
> Alternative
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Regular English Program

The reqular English program allows students to concentrate on
English language skills. The program is available from
kindergarten to graduation. The program is child centered and
stresses proficiency in all subject areas.

In this program, English is the language of instruction for all
subjects other than French.

Note: At the elementary level, the following subjects are
taught:

Language, Mathematics, Science and Technology, Social
Studies (including Geography and History), Health and Physical

Education, The Arts and Core French.
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Regular English/Core French

In the regular English program, students receive
instruction in Core French:

— 100 minutes per week - JK and SK

— 200 minutes per week - grades 1 to 8
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Early French Immersion (EFT)

The Early French Immersion (EFI) program provides
students with the opportunity to become functionally
bilingual through an early entry with maximum exposure
to French.

A student who successfully completes the EFI program,
and later enrolls in a secondary level program which
meets the requirements to obtain the OCDSB Extended
French or French Immersion Certificate, is expected to
be able fo communicate with ease and feel comfortable in
either language community (English or French) and also
accept employment, training or further education in
either language.

Note: The entry point for EFI is senior kindergarten.
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EFT - French/English Instructional
Time
In the EFI program, students are provided with:

100 minutes per week of Core French - JK
SK - (half day - 100% French; full day - 50% French/50%

English)

grade 1 - 100% French

grades 2 and 3 - 80% French /20% English
grades 4 to 6 - 60% French /40% English
grades 7 and 8 - 50% French /50% English

Note: Mathematics instruction in English begins in grade 4.*

The OCDSB Elementary Time Allocation Model outlines the
language of instruction and number of minutes of instruction
per week in each subject area.
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Middle French Immersion (MFI)

The Middle French Immersion (MFI) program provides
students with the opportunity to obtain a solid foundation in
English language skills in the primary grades before starting
intensive study of French.

A student who successfully completes the MFI program, and
later enrolls in a secondary level program which meets the
requirements to obtain the OCDSB Extended French or French
Immersion Certificate, is expected to be able to communicate
with ease and feel comfortable in either language community
(English or French) and also accept employment, training or
further education in either language.

Note: The open entry point for MFI is grade 4.
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MFI -French/English Instructional
Time
In the MFI program, students are provided with:
100 minutes per week of Core French - JK and SK
« 200 minutes per week of Core French - grades 1 to 3
grades 4 to 6 - 66% French /34% English
grades 7 and 8 - 50% French /50% English

Note: Mathematics instruction in English begins in grade 4.*

The OCDSB Elementary Time Allocation Mode/ outlines the
language of instruction and number of minutes of instruction

per week in each subject area.
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Alternative Program

In the Alternative Program, English is the language of
instruction for all subjects other than Core French.

With strong community support and parent involvement, the
Alternative program is based on the concept of student
-centered learning. This philosophy translates into all aspects
of the child's experience at school.

The alternative education philosophy is based on the following
core tenets: cooperation and feamwork; commitment to
innovative approaches; balance between student-directed and
teacher-directed learning; multi-aged groupings: family
-centered school environment; ongoing assessment and

evaluation.

Early Learning Program

In September 2011, the OCDSB will be in its second year of
phasing in full-day learning for four- and five-year-old
kindergarten students.

Twenty-nine of our elementary schools will offer

the Early Learning Kindergarten Program (ELKP) in September.
The list of schools offering the program (all-day kindergarten
classes) can be found at www.ocdsb.ca.

The goal is to expand the ELKP to all elementary schools by the
2015-2016 school year.

Note: The selected ELKP sites will also offer before and after

school programs led by registered early childhood educators.
These programs are optional and will be available for a reasonable

fee.
