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Course Package

Each SHSM program offers students a bundle of 8 - 10 credits. These
courses are regular Ontario secondary school courses that allow students
to work towards their Ontario Secondary School Diploma, but have been
bundled as the most relevant courses to prepare students for a future in the
Non-Profit sector.

Two credits in this bundle include Cooperative Education where students
pursue a work placement in a field of interest.

The SPE will require a 6 hour activity, delivered
with a sector partner and have an experiential and an assessment
component

courses in grade 11 and 12, such as
Law, Challenge and Change in Society,
Environment, Resource Management,
World Geography and History

> 1 Grade 12 English credit (or 1 Grade
11 English credit for those students
pursuing the workplace pathway)

> 1 Grade 11 Math credit

> 1 Grade 11 or 12 Science or Business
studies credit

> 2 Cooperative Education credits
